Genesis 9:1-2 – Renewed and extended after the Flood

Science – In order to do this, we need to understand the earth’s systems and processes, which is science.

Lake Swan is an outdoor educational facility in Melrose, which is northeast of Gainesville.  It would take approximately 2 ¼ hours to get there.  This facility is unique in that they provide nature classes from a Biblical perspective.  I have not attended any of their classes or heard of anyone that has, but they have a comprehensive offering, all based on Biblical principles.  The camp has been around since 1927 and Billy Graham attended the camp as a college student.  Their website is www.lakeswan.com.  They offer homeschool days but I am not sure if there is any availability left for this year.  Their classes as listed on the website are:

They have on-site lodging for multiple day classes.  Their day class fee is $29.75, which looks like it includes 4 classes and 1 meal.  I am not sure what level their classes are geared toward, but it seems worthwhile to check it out.
